


Use the 3T’s to play a sorting activity with your child. Look for a collection of objects that
could be sorted into 2 groups: cars and trucks; dolls and stuffed animals; hats and gloves.
As your child gets older you can add more groups.

Talk More to describe the different items that are being sorted: color, size, shape, etc. Look
for things your child can sort as you go about your day. He can “help” you sort the laundry,
kid-safe kitchen utensils, groceries, etc.

When you Tune In to what your child’s enjoying the most about the activity, he’ll want to
keep going. The longer he plays, the stronger his brain grows!
